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Macro linguistics is one of the branches of linguistics in which the text is
examined in terms of met sentential relations. This means that by studying the
relationships between the constituent parts of a text, the macro structure
(texture) of that text is determined. In this research, Sana'l Ghaznavi's pieces
have been analyzed based on descriptive and macro linguistics, and the macro
construction of his pieces has been determined. The macro structure of these
pieces can be considered based on the structures of "description",
"recommendation" and "explanation", which in some cases also contain the
structures of "complaint", "desire" and "regret". Based on this point of view,
Sana'i pieces are divided into several categories: single-structure, two-structure,
three-structure, four-structure and in few cases five-structure. The most
important and most used structure in these poems is the structure of
description, which in terms of content is divided into substructures including:
praise, lamentation, satire, expression of one's condition, as well as some other
general categories such as: God, man and the world. It can be Due to the
predominance of the descriptive element, the language in these pieces finds a
referential function that is often mixed with the poet's emotions and feelings.
Therefore, in the communication process of Sana'i Ghaznavi's pieces, the sender
(poet), the receiver (addressee) and the subject of the message are in the center
and focus of attention, and from this point of view, his pieces can be considered
emotional, persuasive and referential. Of course, it is expressed in literary
language.

1. Introduction

Sanai Ghaznavi (529-467) is one of the “epoch makers” of Persian poetry. His hadigah is the
beginning of a type of poetry, his odes are also the beginning of another type, and his ghazals have a
distinct atmosphere from the ghazals before him (Shafi’i Kadkani, 1376: 9); but in his pieces, most of
which relate to the dark pole of his existence and a small amount can also be considered related to the
gray orbit of his personality, Sanai is not superior to any of his contemporary poets, either in terms of
words or meaning. “In satire, he has been less able to take his words beyond the limits of individual
and historical examples and to create a specific type or type” (ibid: 27). His eulogy pieces also have
almost no distinction or distinction compared to the eulogies of others.

Since Sanai Ghaznavi is a multidimensional and multifaceted poet, reflecting on the structure and
content of his pieces can also introduce us to different perspectives that may have been less evident in
his previous poetry. Through his pieces, we can clearly understand the norms and anomalies of
society, as well as the weaknesses and shortcomings in the social system of the Iranian people at that
time. He did not hesitate to express even the most unusual moral issues about himself, which is
perhaps why he is considered one of the most dishonest poets in the field of Persian poetry.

The piece is a very rich and capable format in terms of content, unity of subject, treatment of words,
and poetic art (Movahed, 2013: 190), and in it, from the smallest desires to the highest ideals and
demands can be expressed. Therefore, this literary format has a special capacity and scope in which
any subject can be expressed in simple and sincere language. Due to the many freedoms that the poet
has in this literary format, Sanai Ghaznavi, who "not only has a way in the mosque, the khangah, and
the court, all three, but also has respect and status, and sometimes he can be seen in the tavern”
(Behnamfar and Khalili, 2010: 31), has composed from the smallest requests and the ugliest satires
and jokes to some important moral points in this poetic format, through which we can understand
some of the poet's life and his behavior with others, especially opponents and claimants, as well as
some of his moral characteristics.

2. Research methodology

The method of this research is descriptive-analytical based on macrolinguistics, in which all the
Ghaznavid Sanai fragments were examined and studied using the discursive and textual structure
scheme proposed by Lotfollah Yarmohammadi for Khayyam's Rubaiyat, and the structures of each
fragment were extracted, and then the structures were categorized and analyzed. In referring to
fragments, in addition to mentioning the page, the fragment number is also given after the comma (/).

3. Discussion

Sanai Ghaznavi has 179 pieces that are published in the section of his Divan. Most of these pieces are
related to his “dark pole of existence”. In these pieces, he does not hesitate to express vulgar words,
satires, and ugly and immoral curses. 55 pieces have titles, which include almost a third of his pieces.
Of course, some of these titles are general and general, while others are specific. The longest piece has
29 verses, which he composed in apology and praise of Masoud Saad Salman. Since the format of a
piece does not take shape in less than 2 verses, the shortest pieces of Sanai are 2 verses. 88 of his
pieces are 2 verses, which include almost half of his pieces. Long pieces are often in praise, elegy, and
praise, which sometimes resemble the structure of an ode; This means that the poet also adds a kind of
condition at the end, in the manner of eulogies. The two-verse pieces include various themes such as
satire, humor, and some moral and social points.

In each piece, various structures are seen, such as: description, recommendation, explanation, request,
complaint, and regret. Therefore, his pieces can be divided into single- to five-structure pieces in terms
of structure. 70 pieces are single-structure pieces in which only one structure, such as description or
recommendation or complaint and the like, is proposed and expressed. 42 pieces are two-structure
pieces in which two structures include description-explanation or description-request or
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recommendation-explanation are mentioned, and 38 pieces are three-structure pieces, 7 pieces are
four-structure pieces, and one piece is five-structure piece. “In describing, the poet describes
something objective or subjective. In recommending, a method is recommended and presented to the
audience. Sometimes, a reason and cause are also stated for the recommendation” (Yarmohammadi,
2004: 43). The explanations are usually of the type of good explanation. In the Tamanna structure, the
poet prays for his addressee or curses him, and sometimes curses him. In the Darigh and Tasaf
structure, we see the poet's regret and regret due to the loss of something or someone. This structure
usually occurs more in laments. In the Syk'ah structure, there is a complaint and a lament about the
time, the world, and the people.

4. Conclusion

According to linguistic analyses, especially descriptive and macro linguistics, the intellectual
framework (formal and content) of Ghaznavid Sanai pieces includes: the structures of description,
recommendation, explanation, complaint and complaint, wish and wish, regret and regret. The
structure of description, which is the most widely used and is considered the most basic and central
structure in Sanai pieces, itself includes substructures such as: expression of the poet's state of mind,
praise and lamentation, satire and humor, and some other general categories including: man, world and
God. The structure of recommendation, which is accompanied by the verbs of command, prohibition
and obligation, includes both the poet's moral recommendations and his immoral recommendations.
Immoral recommendations are reflected in his satirical and humorous pieces; and in this regard, the
poet has used forbidden and taboo words; and he knows no bounds in using obscene and vulgar words.
The emotion expressed in these poems, which is related to the dark pole of Sanai's personality, is
completely personal and private and not only has no value, but is also considered anti-value and anti-
norm. In the moral advice that is related to the gray circle of his existence, the poet, as an informed
individual in all fields, like preachers and pulpits, expresses the dos and don'ts from above. He
sometimes addresses himself and first strikes the whip of criticism and protest on his own body. The
structure of advice is often accompanied by the structure of reasoning, and the poet also mentions a
literary reason and reason (good reasoning) for the advice he gives. This literary reason convinces and
convinces the reader to pay more attention to his advice and makes it easier for him to accept it.

In the structure of complaint, the poet's complaint can be seen against his friends and companions,
poets, eunuchs, and courtiers for their indifference to the poet's difficult and miserable circumstances.
Also, in some pieces, Sanai complains about luck, fortune, destiny, and the fact that life is not in the
best interests of the virtuous and knowledgeable. The structure of desire, in the form of a prayer with a
prayer verb, is more visible in praise poems and in the form of a curse in satires and comedies. The
structure of regret and regret is more visible in elegies. The emotion expressed in these poems is a
sincere and sincere emotion, in which the poet's regretful and regretful tone is clearly visible.
According to Swales's classification of discourse, the poetic pieces are more descriptive and the
language in them has a referential function that is mixed with the poet's emotions and feelings and
expressed in the form of the piece, that is, literary language; and since in the structure of advice, the
message is directed towards the audience, it also has a persuasive function. Therefore, the discourse of
poetic pieces can be divided into four types: descriptive, persuasive, literary and referential.
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
