Phule deepened the foundations of human rights frameworks in India,
while Ramabai, through the establishment of support institutions, played a hands-on role in changing the lives of
marginalized women. Her wide-reaching connections in Britain and the United States helped her secure financial

support for her institutions and brought international attention to the women’s rights movement in India. Today, their
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legacy continues to echo in modern movements. Educational policies, social welfare initiatives, and even contemporary
feminist discourses in India still bear the imprint of their ideas. Thus, the analysis of these two figures not only offers
a valuable exploration of this nation’s history but also a window into the roots of social transformations that persist to
this day.
