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In this situation, he took advantage of the weakness and corruption of government institutions,
which had led to huge dissatisfaction in the society, and used it to mobilize his followers in the
conditions of the society's passivity. Thus, the Taliban took power without facing serious resistance. In
fact, the reason for the Taliban's success in regaining sovereignty in Afghanistan lies in the symmetry
of a strong movement and a weak nation-state (2022, Abbaszadeh Marzbali). These developments
have had significant effects on the Taliban's relations with neighboring countries, especially Pakistan
and India. Geographically and politically, these two countries share common borders with

Afghanistan, and as a result, their relations with the Taliban are of particular importance.

After the fall of the 9/11 attacks, the Taliban managed to recapture Afghanistan after their struggle
and currently rule the country. The Doha agreement that the Taliban sigged with the United States
mentions a "new Islamic state", but the Taliban do not want to share pO\H with others and claim that
the Islamic Emirate is a model of a state with an Islamic framework and i ing to strengthen this
system.

Also, in this research, an attempt has been made to examine the
impact of developments after the return of the Taliban to power in 2021 on regional policies and how
this group interacts with India and Pakistan from newer angles. Another innovative look of this article
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is in examining the role of non-governmental actors and regional economic networks, which have
received less attention so far. In this framework, the role of transit projects such as railways and
energy lines, which the Taliban use as tools of economic development and diplomacy, is specifically
analyzed. This approach makes this article look at the problem from a holistic and interdisciplinary
point of view, and in addition to security and historical issues, it also deals with emerging economic
and diplomatic effects on Taliban relations with India and Pakistan.

1.1. Research methodology

The research method in this research is qualitative analysis. This method allows us to get to know
the factors influencing the relations between Taliban and the neighboring countries of India and
Pakistan by carefully examining and analyzing secondary documents and sources.

In general, we can conclude that although the relationship
between Afghani stan seems fragile and tense, these two countries are historically,
geographically, and e mically dependent on each other. On the one hand, their long and common
border, especially the nd Line, has always been the source of border conflicts and ethno-
nationalist differences, espegially among the Pashtuns. However, on the other hand, the economic and
security dependence between the two countries has created unbreakable ties. Pakistan plays a vital role
in Afghanistan's econo as Afghanistan's most important access route to open waters and
commercial markets. e same time, Afghanistan is strategically important for Pakistan; Because
stability or instability in Afghanistan has a direct impact on Pakistan's internal security, especially
considering the presence of extremist and terrorist groups. This situation has caused that although the
relations between the two countries are tense due to border and political issues, the necessity of
security and economic cooperation has brought them to a kind of mutual dependence. Diplomatic
issues and long-standing historical problems of Afghanistan, which are rooted in the past, are difficult
to solve without a strong solution. The governments of the two countries cannot effectively intervene
in these tensions, and for this reason, the people on both sides of the border are deprived of access to
their civil and fundamental rights. In addition, the role of the Taliban as the executor of Pakistan's
orders and instructions in Afghanistan and their lack of control in solving problems with the people
has intensified this campaign. Also, regarding India's relationship with the Taliban, it can be said that
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India has always shaped its view of Afghanistan from Pakistan's point of view. When Pakistan's
influence in Afghanistan has increased or its relations with Afghan governments have become closer,
India has repeatedly withdrawn from the scene and its relations have faced tension and deterioration.
India uses two types of diplomacy: one through humanitarian aid diplomacy and the other through
regional diplomacy. This country provided huge aid to the people of Afghanistan in 2021, and in this
regard, it also sent immediate aid to the earthquake victims in Paktika. These efforts show the impact
of humanitarian aid diplomacy on increasing cooperation and bilateral relations with the Islamic
Emirate. India also uses regional diplomacy to hold meetings and establish common positions with
regional countries to play its role in interacting with the Islamic Emirate effectively.
